Sunday of the Myrrh-Bearing Women

In today’s Gospel reading, two groups of Christ’s disciples are honoured, the
Undertakers and the Myrrh-bearing women, and both groups have something
in common, boldness that springs from their love for the Lord.

The Undertakers, Joseph of Arimathea and Nikodemus, buried the Body of
Jesus, having previously requested to take the Body from Pilate. Who is not
yearning for their action, to take down the Holy Body from the Cross, to wash
the blood away, to anoint it with aloe and myrrh and to wrap it with a clean
shroud?
