‘Lord, I have no one’
Dear Brothers and Sisters

Many times in life we try to solve our problems with our own abilities and
gifts or asking for help from other people. God though, is besides us and yet
we do not seek His help.

But since the Lord sees us why does He not help us? Simply because he
respects our freedom, the autonomy of man, that is his inheritance ‘by image’
and Holy God does not try to save man, if he does not want to be saved.

This is precisely what happened with the Paralytic that we heard about in the
Holy Gospel, in which the Lord asked ‘Do you want to be healed?* And when
he received the consent ‘Lord I have no one’ He rushed to heal him ’rise take
your mat and walk.’

Many times, we also turn to God, for our own will to be achieved and our own
plan to be accomplished, whilst we forget that the Lord maybe has a better
plan for us.

How then can the word of Christ be explained ‘ask and it will be given to you’
‘knock and it will be opened to you.’ That is, ask God and He will provide,
knock on His door and He will open it for you. Of course, we should ask God
but with the addition ‘if Lord it is Your will.” And to be aware that as our
relationship with God deepens, and it becomes a relationship of genuine love,
then our will becomes more like God’s will.

We should also say to Holy God as the Paralytic ‘Lord I have no one’ but I have
You as my helper, deliverer and protector, so difficulties and problems do not
scare me because I put all my trust in You, my Christ. Amen.
